Deposits (and balances in dormant accounts)

4.3.1 R A person is eligible to claim compensation in respect of a protected
deposit or a protected dormant account if, at the date on which the
relevant person is determined to be in default:

1)

(2 he came within any of categories (1)-(3), (7) or (10)-(12) of COMP
4.2.2R, and was not a large company, large mutual association or a
credit institution;_or

(3)  hewas acredit union.
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
